The Secretariat of the Pacific Regional Environment Programme (SPREP) in collaboration 

with United Nations Environment Programme, through the GIZ funded “Enhancing action on 

comprehensive climate change risk management in the Pacific Region” Project will convene a 

Pacific Workshop to consider progress in relation to the Pacific Islands Climate Change 

Insurance Facility. This will be held from 29 April to 1 May 2020 at the Pacific Climate Change
