SPREP is working with the Ocean Foundation and NOAA to develop a new three-year project focused 
on building capacity to monitor and study ocean acidification in the Pacific Islands. The project will 
include distribution of kits to conduct ocean acidification monitoring and the creation of a regional 
training hub.
