the IPCC – sixth assessment cycle (AR6) synthesis report (SYR) that will discuss the main findings of the 

report and the implications for the Pacific.  The IPCC reports are the world’s most authoritative sources 

of climate science, approved by 195 countries.

• Discuss key challenges with dissecting the IPCC reports.  

• Strengthen regional cooperation on scientific issues and between stakeholders and 

• To carry out a stock of prioritized research topics relevant to addressing climate change prior-

ities in the Pacific.
